Grade 10
Age: 15-16
Focus: Hikmah (wisdom), halal/haram in ordinary life, workshops.
At sixteen years old, the relationship with family is easy and giving. Students have learned to see their family members as individuals and see them through a different perspective. They see them as people, not as rule-makers.
They feel comfortable in own skin and they feel secure. They have set their own goals and see where they are going.

Tenth graders will learn about prehistoric peoples, the earliest civilizations (Greeks, India, China), African civilizations and the early Americas, the Renaissance, the rise and fall of monarchies, French and Industrial Revolutions, Nationalism and Imperialism, the world wars, the Vietnam War, democratic ideals and values, Communism, world interdependence, problems and issues and the role of women. 

They will study the characteristics of life, classification of plants and animals, microscopic life and simple organisms (algae, bacteria, fungi), photosynthesis, heredity and genetic engineering, DNA-RNA, nutrition and digestion, human behavior, disease control.

They will learn about cross-cultural literature and regional literature, geographical dialects, distinguishing between facts and opinions, persuasion and argumentation, public speaking and debate, etymology, autobiography.

At this grad level, students should have a well-rounded knowledge of the Sahabas and why they were considered the best generation and model for all Muslims. Qur'anic reading should be an integral part of classroom discussions.

What to avoid: Over-intellectualize to the point of abstraction. Discussions must be relevant to issues which the youth can identify with. They enjoy workshop-style activities, free discussion, questions & answers, reflective essay writing, etc...

After this Grade, Students Should Know:
Qur'anic Knowledge
1. Surahs An Nazi'at, Surah 56, Specific Ayat: 63:9-11, 60:1-9, 61:10-14, 13:27-29, 36:51-67, 57:20-24, 27:1-6. (English/Arabic)

'Aqeedah
A Muslim strives to attain wisdom (Hikmah).  Allah is All-Wise (Qur'an 45:37) and messengers are given the wisdom in the sciptures (Qur'an 2:129). Those who reject Islam are rejecting wisdom. 
"The parable of those who reject Faith is as if one were to shout Like a goat-herd, to things that listen to nothing but calls and cries: Deaf, dumb, and blind, they are void of wisdom." (Qur'an 2:171).
Umar bin Khattab (may Allah be pleased with him) left to people 18 statements of wisdom (hikmah); review all of these with the students: 

1- Use the laws of Allah to deal with people who transgress upon your rights. 

2- Anything that comes from your brother is good unless you have proof of the contrary. (hush dhann- thinking good of people) 

3- Give excuses to people. 

4- Do not pout yourself in a position people can doubt your integrity. 

5- Rules on keeping people’s secrets and not blaming those who vent yours. 

6- Always take care of your brothers and sisters; you protect each other. 

7- Be strict and careful in choosing your friends. 

8- Always be with the truth even against your own life. 

9- Do not waste your time in something meaningless. 

10- Don't ask about that which didn't happen. Deal with the present. 

11- Do not ask people’s help.  Try to be self-sufficient and dignified. 

12- Manners of swearing and taking vows. 

13- Don't be in the company of fajaar (those who commit major sins openly and don't care).
14- Be aware of your enemy. Be careful, alert, and prepared. 

15- Remember death. Try to cry while making Du’as.
16- Seek protection from Allah only. 

17- Seek tawbaah (repentance) immediately, with determination not to recede. 

18- Consult in your matters those who have kashiyaah (fear of Allah and always conscious of Him), because they are the wise ones. 

'Ibadah
1. Learn how to give khutbas and how to be convincing about delivering them.
2. Learn about halal and haram.

3. Detailed knowledge about Halal foods (how to recognize what is not halal and importance of eating halal). Construction of a food guide for Muslims that is easy and simple to use.
Du'as, Phrases & Ahadith
1.  "Edha maata ibnu 'Adama 'inqata'a 'amaluhu illa min thalatha: Sadaqatin Jaariyatin, wa 'ilmi yuntafa'u bihi wa waladin sawlihin yad'u lahu."  "When a descendant of Adam dies, all his deeds come to an end except for three: an act of charity that keeps on going, knowledge which keeps on giving benefit, and the prayers of a righteous child which are said for (the his parent)."   (Muslim)

2.  "Allahumma ja'alni sagheran fe 'ayni wa kabiran fee 'aynun nasi."  "O Allah, make me small in my own eyes and great in the eyes of others."

3.  "Rabbana la tuzigh quloobuna ba'id idh hadaytana wa hablana min ladunka rahmatin, inaka antal wahhab."  "O Allah, don't let our hearts swerve after You've guided us, grant us mercy for you the one who gives."

Akhlaq & Adab
1. Finer points of Islamic Akhlaq and Adab can be explored, such as how to honor parents (praying for them, not saying humph to them, taking care of them in old age, etc.)
2. Learn how to prepare dhabiha meat.

3. Learn how to deal with people who are aggressive or treat you wrongly.
Sirah
1. Study the moral character of the companions of the prophet (may Allah be pleased with them all) and what they stood for.
2. Study how the companions dealt with each other.
History
1. Students should be encouraged to read the entire Hadith collection of Bukhari or some other large collection.

2. Lives of the early collectors of haadith.

Misc. 
1. Study the creation of world, the Islamic concept as opposed to the theory of evolution. Do we believe dinosaurs existed? Was the earth created in six days?
3. The wonders of creation: why Allah allowed bad things on earth. 

4. Introduction to sects.

5. Learn extensively about compassion and how to lack of compassion affects what is going on in the world nowadays.

6. Study plants and animals in the Noble Qur’an and haadith, and the necessity to treat them well and care about hem.

7. Learn to apply more Tajweed rules.
