Grade 11
Age: 16-17
Focus: Sahaba’s nobility.  Jihad. The rights of women. Selling and copyrights.

Many students take the SAT Reasoning Test and/or ACT in the second half of their 11th-grade year. Typically during this year, students interested in attending higher education facilities, tend to search at around the second part of that year.

They develop the ability to think in more sophisticated, abstract ways and the understanding of concepts like morality, consequence, objectivity, and empathy. They can be difficult because even though they understand that others have differing viewpoints, they often firmly believe their perception is the most true or valid. 

They are worried by the questions: "Who am I?" and "How do I fit in?", this is why their emotions shift frequently with good and bad days. 
Eleventh graders will learn about the colonization of America and all that relates to America and its development as a nation, the struggle for women’s rights, civil rights, the nuclear era, World Wars, delinquency and crime, psychology, mental health, urbanization.
 
They will analyze plays, critic and evaluate reading, mass communication, propaganda, advertising, music and painting, story and journalistic as well as editorial writing.

In this grade, students will understand how to relate Islam in a world filled with multiple religions and belief systems.  They will learn the other religious doctrines in more details and will examine the Islamic response to each.

The students are able to thin for themselves but lack the wisdom, distance and knowledge gained by aging.

What to avoid: Thinking 17 years old are mature enough to understand advanced matters of religion is a mistake. Do not go into fine points and technicalities, but give them a broad vision that they can apply to themselves and their lives and which is complete. The relevance and beauty of Islam in daily life is what they need to have before anything else. They have already mastered the basics so there is no need to review them. Use a mixture of lectures, discussions and free exchange of ideas.

1.  "Maan satara musliman satarahul lahu youmal Qiyamati."   "Whoever covers up (the fault) of a Muslim, Allah will cover one of his faults on the Day of Resurrection."  (Bukhari)
2.  "La Yaq'udu qowmun yadhkuroonallaha illa haffathumul mala'ikatu wagh sheethumul rahmatu wa nazalat 'alayhumul sakinatu wa dhakarahumul llahu feeman 'indahu."  "There is no sitting of people remembering Allah except that the angels will surround them, mercy covers them, peace descends upon them and Allah mentions them to those near Him."  (Muslim)

1.  Students will learn how to handle even the most outrageous charges leveled by missionaries against Islam and the blessed Prophet.
2. Talk about the science of disagreement.
