Grade 12
Age: 17-18
Focus: marriage, education of children.
Twelfth grade is also known as senior year in the U.S.; it is the final year of required education. Children will officially becoming adults. There is little difference in personality betweent he 11th grade and the 12th grade, but students this year will talk a lot about their new independence.
Twelve graders will learn about the U. S. government, agriculture, basic documents, business and industry, party system. They will compare governments and economic systems, consumer education, crimes, labor management, psychology, finance, foreign policy, international organizations, family economics and management.
In science they will study physics, electricity and magnetism, photo electricity, sound and acoustics, the Quantum theory, relativity, force, mechanics, space, time, and motion.


They will learn about the theater, Shakespeare, tragedy an comedy, the literature of the 1900’s and world literature, filming, radio and television, writing social and business letters, book reviews, term papers, bibliographies.

Students this age should end the year with the feeling that Islam can answer most of their questions, carry their heart, save them from despair, and that it is their way of life in which they are proud.   They should have the feeling they can answer any question pertaining to Islam with accuracy and assurance.
What to avoid: Straight lectures. Encourage them with extensive independent research activities, projects, reports and presentations as well as collective works.
